Fruit of the Spirit

How does the Holy Spirit help me?





Jesus calls the Holy Spirit our Counselor, because he is there to help and guide us through everyday life.��He gives us knowledge and understanding of the Bible. The Bible tells us everything about God and life. It is like God’s life lesson, and the Holy Spirit is our teacher.��The Holy Spirit gives wisdom and guidance. Life is full of choices, when you don't know what to do, you can just ask God and the answer will be in your heart.��He convicts us for the wrong things we do. A conviction is when you feel guilty or responsible for something. God wants you to live a certain way that is best for you. When you don't live Gods way, he tells you that you aren't living right!

What gifts?





The Holy Spirit is Gods proof that he is real and living inside you, without it, there would be no way you would know God was real!


�So sometimes the Holy Spirit will show you Gods amazing power, by empowering you to do extraordinary things.� �Things like having great faith for something, knowing what to say to someone, praying for and God healing your friends!��These are the things that the Holy Spirit empowers us to do, to help us and to show Gods power. Some of them may seem totally out of this world, as if they could never happen! But really, a Supernatural God obviously does supernatural things.������

What is the Holy Spirit?





The Holy Spirit is really just the physical presence of God. Both God and Jesus are real yet it is only the Spirit that we can feel and hear!��Everything that God does in the world, he does by the Spirit! Think of the Spirit as Gods hands controlling everything. Without the Holy Spirit, God wouldn’t be real.��The Holy Spirit is not a thing though, he is a person, just like Jesus and God the Father. That means that the Holy Spirit is equal to them both.��The Holy Spirit, Jesus and God the Father are all one, they are all 100% God. Each one just shows a different part of God. �The Father is Gods identity�Jesus Christ shows Gods heart�Holy Spirit is Gods physical presence�����





DAY 14��Matthew 16v18�“And now I'm going to tell you who you are, who you really are…”
